Write it right
When you have finished a set of experiments, computations, or worked out your theory, the time has come to write a research article. This article will be a chapter in your thesis and you will normally publish it in a scientific journal.  But first, your work must pass through the peer review process.  To improve your chances of getting your results published, and making your findings useful for other scientists, it is important that your article is well written.
This course helps you to "write it right", firstly by writing in good technical English. It also emphasises the importance of clear and coherent presentation, structured writing, good titles and abstracts, effective use of introductions, discussions and conclusions, clear data presentation, the use of graphics and making the most impact with your work.  It is no use writing a masterpiece if nobody reads it. So if you want an easy time convincing editors that your results are definitely worth publishing, this is your course! 
Objective
The aim of this course is to help you, as a PhD student, to write scientific articles in such a way that they are clear, informative and well written. This optimizes your chances of publishing your work in good journals and making an impact.

Format
The course is a mixture of lectures, exercises, group exercises and discussion. As a participant you submit a draft “mini-manuscript” (two pages maximum) approximately one week before the training.  The trainers pre-read all the manuscripts and make written comments on any weaknesses and also suggestions for improvement.  During the course of the workshop, these comments are discussed with the trainers on an individual basis.  For the final exercise, participants try to put what they have learned into practice by writing a version of their manuscript for peer review. At the end of the peer review session, the trainers discuss the results within the context of the publishing process. Finally someone walks away with the coveted “best manuscript” prize.
Intended for 

FOM PhD students who already have some results and wish to maximise the impact from their work by writing it down clearly.  Don't be put off by thinking you need some earth-shattering new science to report. Something is enough! This course is a part of the FOM training programme for PhD students.

Duration, time and place

Two connected days (from 10.00 to 17.00 hours???). The course will be given at the FOM Bureau in Utrecht.

Trainers 

The course will be given on behalf of FOM by the Write it Right organisation. The trainers are Dr. Gadi Rothenberg and Dr. Christopher Lowe. Gadi Rothenberg has a PhD in applied chemistry and worked at the University of York. Christopher Lowe has a PhD in theoretical chemistry and has worked at various places including the FOM Institute AMOLF.
Registration & costs

FOM PhD students will receive an invitation to participate in the course from the Central Personnel Department. To participate, you must contact the Central Personnel Department of FOM. You will then obtain a password. You use this password to register on the Write it Write website (www.wir/fom???). It does not matter if you have no manuscript at that moment yet. Each course has a maximum of 26 participants. FOM pays for the course.
